Expand your
visit to Monticello by traveling the same area Thomas Jefferson used to trod with his father on
their way to court at Scott’s Landing. See the streets John Boy walked on his way to play piano
at the Dew Drop Inn just a few miles from Walton’s Mountain, home of the television series The
Waltons.
